Electrical safety

Work piece and Work Area Set Up
 Designate a work area that is clean and well-lit. The work area must

not allow access by children or pets to prevent distraction and injury.
 There must not be drapes, paper or other forms of cloth nearby that

could be pulled into the inlet part of the ventilator obstructing air flow.
 Route the power cord along a safe route to reach the work area

without creating a tripping hazard or exposing the power cord to
possible damage. The power cord must reach the work area with
enough extra length to allow free movement while working.

 To reduce the risk of fire or electric shock, do not use this Ventilator
with any solid-sate speed control device.

Flexible Duct Operation
 Flexible air ducts can be folded or unfold, Unfolded length of 5 or 10

meters. (See the Fig.1.)

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 Connect the nylon rope side of the duct to the fan. Then tie the nylon
rope tightly. (See the Fig.2.)

General Operating Instructions

Automatically Operated Device - To reduce the risk of injury
disconnect from power supply before servicing. Ventilator may
restart without warning after thermal shutoff.
 Turn the fan on by moving the switch either to the right, or the left. The

positions are noted next to the switch.
 To prevent accidents, turn off the ventilator and disconnect its power

supply after use. Clean, then store the tool indoors out of children’s
reach.

TIP：Would feel a loud running sound of fan indoor than outdoor.

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CARE AND MAINTENANCE
Cleaning:
CAUTION-Before cleaning the fan be sure to disconnect power cord from
the plug. Clean the grille surface with a clean damp cloth. Do not use harsh
chemical or abrasive cleaners. DO NOT IMMERSE THE FAN OR ANY
WIRES IN WATER.Replace front grille before fan use. Allow fan to dry
completely before use. Periodic grille cleaning with a vacuum will prevent
dust build up . The motor is sealed and does no require any interior
maintenance,cleaning or lubrication.
Maintenance:
The internal motor bearings are permanently lubricated at the factory and
do not require any additional
Repair:
DO NOT OPERATE THE FAN WITHOUT THE GRILLEIN PLACE. DO
NOT USE THE FAN IF IT HAS MALFUNCTIONED
OR BECOME DAMAGED IN ANY WAY.
Storage:
Keep original carton for storage of the fan. Coil and tie the power cord to
avoid damage during storage.

TROUBLE SHOOTING
Q: Excessive noise
A: 1.It is normal that there is noise during operation. If too loud, please set
the fan to lower speed.
2. Check if the blade is installed properly.

Q: Fan does not operate
A: 1.Make sure the fan is connected to a powered electrical outlet.
2. Clean the blade regularly.
